I can confirm on behalf of NHS Lincolnshire Integrated Care Board (ICB) and in accordance with S.1 (1) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) that we do hold some information in relation to your request. A response to each element of your request is detailed below.

1. If possible, please could you also provide details of the current average waiting time for treatment in your eating disorder services following assessment? (I’m referring to all eating disorders here).  Please break this down by type of treatment.
