I refer to your email of 21 January 2023 requesting information in relation to the commissioning of Children & Young People (CYP) services with complex health needs.

I can confirm on behalf of NHS Lincolnshire Integrated Care Board (ICB) and in accordance with S.1 (1) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) that we do hold some of the information that you have requested. A response to each element of your request is detailed below.

FOI Questions 
1/ How are Children & Young People (CYP) services commissioned for those who have complex health needs in your area? (as defined within Background). Please answer against the categories listed in the below, where applicable.
Example answers for the type of procurement model include: Operate a Framework, Operate a Dynamic Purchasing System (DPS), Spot Purchasing, Preferred Provider, Block Contract, No formal process. 
If the child/ young person is a looked after child then Continuing Health Care (CHC) do not spot purchase.  Lincolnshire County Council (LCC) lead on the package of care and CHC will contribute a percentage of residential care costs. 
Individuals who have funded respite - this is usually guided by LCC and CHC will fund additional units at the already agreed respite facility.  – I would recommend you contact Lincolnshire County Council for further information.

2/ Please complete as much of the table within the attached spreadsheet as possible, contained on the 2nd tab. We would like to know the names of the care providers that are currently being used to deliver services to the Children & Young People (CYP) cohort described in the Background. To support with identifying a national list of care providers for this cohort, we also require details about the type of provider. Reference points such as the provider postcode and CQC Location ID (if it is a CQC registered service) have been requested to allow for the providers to be identified in a consistent and accurate manner across ICBs/ICSs.
The 3rd tab contains a Key which provides further explanation to some of the columns, alongside possible examples. Please note that the examples are not an exhaustive list. If it is not possible to populate this template within the FOI time allowance, yet the data is recorded in an alternative spreadsheet form, please provide this. 


Most of this information is not held by the ICB – I would recommend you contact Lincolnshire County Council directly for the information you require.
However, we  are able to share the attached file with you which details for the children’s providers (with care products) we have used in the 22/23 financial year.
