I refer to your email of 20 July 2023 requesting information in relation to domiciliary care.

I can confirm on behalf of NHS Lincolnshire Integrated Care Board (ICB) and in accordance with S.1 (1) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) that we do hold the information that you have requested. A response to each element of your request is detailed below.

· How you commission enhanced Dom care ?
· This is live in care; night sits or anything which is higher than single hour visits.
· I am interested in how you do it – is it a framework or do you go out to tender and have a single provider or is it a spot purchase ?
· How much do you pay? i.e., do you pay by the hour still or do you pay by the ‘session’?

Lincolnshire ICB have a Lincolnshire Homecare (Domiciliary Care) Service for NHS Continuing Healthcare (CHC) contract; this covers homecare packages for adults over the age of 18 years in receipt of CHC funding (standard or Fast Track). This includes those with the following characteristics:
•	Physical disability
•	Mental health condition
•	Learning disability

This contract splits Lincolnshire into 7 geographical areas (zones). One provider is responsible for services for eligible individuals in one or more discrete geographical areas (zones) within Lincolnshire. The zone provider must deliver care for all eligible patients in their zone through either direct service delivery or through subcontract arrangements. 

The length of each care visit will be commissioned based on assessed needs of the individual.

The activity is paid based on the following tariffs:
Urban/Urban Fringe         	£22.18 per hour
Rural Village                       	£23.73 per hour
Isolated                                	£26.62 per hour

Currently the Lincolnshire Homecare (Domiciliary Care) Services for NHS Continuing Healthcare contract is in the mobilisation stage; therefore some packages of care are spot purchased outside of this contract.
