I refer to your email of 05 September 2023 requesting information in relation to community disability equipment.

I can confirm on behalf of NHS Lincolnshire Integrated Care Board (ICB) and in accordance with S.1 (1) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) that we do hold the specific information that you have requested. Please see further details below.

Under the Freedom of Information Act (2000), I would be grateful if you could provide information to us on all the geographical areas that you cover, for the following two periods:
· 1st April 2021 to 31st March 2022
· 1st April 2022 to 31st March 2023
1. The value* of community disability equipment** provided by your organisation (we require information from each organisation separately, if you wish to provide joint spending figures – please let us know) to disabled and terminally ill children (as defined by the 2010 Equality Act please see *** below) in your area.

This information is not held by the ICB; the only contract commissioned by NHS Lincolnshire ICB for community disability equipment for wheelchairs and posture equipment is a service for all age groups and equipment issued is not categorised into age groups or patient type. The indicative annual value of the contract is £2.5 million.
