FREEDOM OF INFORMATION – DECISION NOTICE

I refer to your email of 19 September 2023 requesting information in relation to spirometry services.

I can confirm on behalf of NHS Lincolnshire Integrated Care Board (ICB) and in accordance with S.1 (1) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) that we do hold some of the information that you have requested. A response to each element of your request is detailed below.
1. What proportion of GP practices are doing spirometry themselves for annual respiratory reviews? 
The ICB does not hold the specific information in relation to respiratory reviews but I can confirm that 24 of 81 GP practices deliver spirometry to their registered patients.

1. What proportion of GP practices are doing spirometry themselves for breathless patients without a diagnosis? 
Please see response to Question 1.

1. What proportion of patients on asthma and COPD registers have spirometry documented in the last 3 years? 
This information is not held by the ICB.  I would recommend you contact the individual GP practices directly for this information.
