I refer to your email of 22 September 2023 requesting information in relation to services provided for people with Parkinson’s.

I can confirm on behalf of NHS Lincolnshire Integrated Care Board (ICB) and in accordance with S.1 (1) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) that we do hold the information that you have requested. A response to each element of your request is detailed below.

Services for people with Parkinson's

1. Which providers does your ICB commission to provide services specifically for people with Parkinson’s? Please include details of which providers provide which services, e.g. The University Hospitals of Derby and Burton NHS Foundation Trust (provider) provides the Derby Parkinson's Disease Services (service).
Lincolnshire ICB commissions some specific Parkinson’s support service from United Lincolnshire Hospitals NHS Trust and Lincolnshire Community Health Services NHS Trust.  In addition some services are provided as part of the main Neurology service.  The main providers of Neurology for Lincolnshire patients are United Lincolnshire Hospitals NHS Trust, North West Anglia NHS Foundation Trust, North Lincolnshire and Goole NHS Foundation Trust, The Queen Elizabeth Hospital King’s Lynn NHS Foundation Trust and Nottingham University Hospitals NHS Trust.
