As Continuing Healthcare in 2018 was delivered by Arden&GEM Commissioning Support Unit (AGEM CSU) on behalf of the 4 Lincolnshire CCG’s, we do not have access to this information.  However, we understand that the system used for calculating budgets was factored on a structured scoring system set against the Decision Support Tool (DST) and was based on the  level of complexity in each of the domains.  Scores were then totalled and matched against a set tariff to give the final indicative budget.
