I can confirm on behalf of NHS Lincolnshire Integrated Care Board (ICB) and in accordance with S.1 (1) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) that we do hold the information that you have requested. A response to each element of your request is detailed below.

Can you provide a breakdown of how much of the fund went to care homes, assisted living facilities, and at-home care in your district, see questions below? 

How much was spent on/allocated to actual care home beds and how many beds were bought?
£800,000 was allocated and 60 beds purchased.

How much was spent on/allocated to additional primary care GP and primary care wrap around support to all new beds within care home facility?
£45,000 was allocated. 

How much was spent on/allocated to additional therapy support available to people within these beds?
£200,000 was allocated.

How much was spent on/allocated to additional patient transport provision where required?
Zero was allocated as this is within the core contracts. 

How much was spent on/allocated to at-home care (for example a carer coming in a couple of times a day) to discharge patients from NHS beds back into their own homes?
Zero was allocated for this because the funding was for additional beds. 

When did the fund money reach the front line at NHS Lincolnshire? So when did NHS patients start to be discharged from hospitals due to the additional care home beds or additional assisted at-home care funded by the £2.7million?   Monday 16 January 2023


Can you provide a breakdown of which local authorities in your district the fund was distributed to and how much?
Lincolnshire County Council was allocated £800,000
