I can confirm on behalf of NHS Lincolnshire Integrated Care Board (ICB) and in accordance with S.1 (1) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) that we do hold some information in relation to your request. A response to each element of your request is detailed below.

Please can you send us all correspondence from the period June 21 to now held within your organisation in relation to  the medication Inclisiran, including meetings, contracts, organisation for rollout, costs, correspondence with the Department for Health, Academic Health Science Networks, and uptake. 

Please see the attached files which detail extracts from the Prescribing and Clinical Effectiveness (PACEF) meeting minutes where Inclisiran was discussed.

Please see the following extracts from various meetings and papers where Inclisiran was discussed:  in relation to the FOI request:

1. Heart Failure (HF) & Cardiac Rehabilitation (CR) Steering Group Meeting Notes 23.02.23 Lokelma and Inclisiran MB enquired whether Inclisiran has come through shared care. BF confirmed that it is reimbursed directly through NHSE.

1. Integrated Cardiology Fortnightly Meeting Notes 22.12.22 Updates  Inclisiran.  MB relayed that she has had a discussion with a GP about his concerns about tasking Inclisiran.  MB shared her information for him to take it forward.  

1. Integrated Cardiology Fortnightly Meeting Notes 24.11.22 First Coastal MDT AR asked if Marisco is an Inclisiran Practice.  SL stated that it is not, but it can be with help.  BF suggested that we take this to PACEF.  AR offered to help with this.


1. Integrated Cardiology Fortnightly Meeting Notes 16.09.22 AOB Inclisiran – there is a meeting to discuss this drug and BF requested an invitation.  There are approximately 50 patients per PCN with inappropriately managed lipids.

1. Formation of CVD Countywide Programme Group 20.09.22 Scope of Group AR stated that we already have PCN data for Inclisiran.  SW suggested that we analyse this data for inequalities and access. LF asked if data is captured from clinical systems and if Eclipse could be used.  We need to obtain East Midlands data.  BF commented that he is not sure what indicators are used for Inclisiran for prescribing systems as it is based on certain algorithms.  JC understood that Inclisiran is cost neutral for GPs.  JH stated that it is the issue is the administration. BF will enquire with NHSE about educational resources.

1. Going further and faster to prevent CVD-related emergency admissions in the Midlands [F+F CVD prevention initiative], Winter 2022/23 F+F CVD prevention initiative, Winter 2022/23 Explaining the background and inviting expressions of interest  FINAL 13/12/2022

Which of the regional priorities does your proposal respond to? Increased identification of high risk secondary prevention patients with high cholesterol and optimise their management. Increase capacity in primary and secondary care via face to face/ remote peripatetic clinics. Provide GPs with management advice/ support utilizing Advice and Guidance (A&G), virtual MDTs and clinical education. To be provided by x2 Clinical Nurse Specialists (CNS)/ prescribing pharmacist who will initiate and titrate lipid lowering drugs in      line with NICE and European Atherosclerotic Society Guidance (2019). 
              To include:
1. Inclisiran (TA 733)
1. PCSK9 (TA 394)
1. Statins (TA 94)
1. Ezetimibe (TA 385)
1. Bempedoic Acid (TA 385)
1. Icosapent Ethyl (TA 805)
1. Reduction in cardiac/ ischemic (stroke/ PVD) events, reduce hospitalisations and reduce premature CVD mortality.
