	NICE Guidance

Inclirisan
CJ referred to a letter sent by NHSE/I on 22nd September recommending that Inclirisan be added as a green drug to all formularies within 30 days following a positive NICE final appraisal document (FAD). This is unusual as FADs are usually part of the NICE TA process.
Inclisiran (Leqvio) is the first of a new type of cholesterol-lowering treatment which uses RNA interference (RNAi) to boost the liver’s ability to remove LDL-cholesterol from the blood. It is given by subcutaneous injection, either on its own or alongside statins or other cholesterol-lowering drugs. Patients receive a 2nd dose three months after an initial dose, and then two more doses each year. Although perceived as highly beneficial for patients, Pacef members raised concerns that Inclirisan was immediately classified as green with no GP experience or training on using the drug. In order to comply with the regulations, Inclirisan will be added to the formulary but no colour assigned to it until CJ has raised these concerns with NHSE/ I regarding the green status without timely provision of training and support to GP’s.
This item will be discussed again at the November meeting.
