Action log

Inclisiran support materials
Concern was raised at the November 2021 PACEF meeting about the use of the new, injectable, lipid lowering drug, Inclisiran being used in primary care by GPs who have no experience of its use. It has been added to the formulary as a green drug as per the recommendation of NHSE/I.
Further information has since been released. In December the RCGP and BMA gave an update: “Information on the proposals for the prescription of Inclisiran in primary care settings” giving advice on their position. In February NHSE/I released a commissioning statement identifying a funding pathway for secondary care from 1st April while training of GPs occurs across primary care. The use of Inclisiran will be monitored by Blueteq. Both pieces of information can be found under Inclisiran on the Lincolnshire formulary.
AR re-iterated the lipid lowering pathway, explaining there is a 9 month wait for lipidology appointments he also reported that the ULHT lipid clinic were  reserving a limited number of  appointment slots for advice and guidance.
