	Lipid Guidance
Inclisiran Update
Inclisiran is a new, injectable lipid lowering medicine which NHSE/I has recommended to be classed as a “green” formulary drug in England within 30 days of the guidance being issued. It has been shown to be a clinically cost effective drug with the potential to prevent 50,000 events over a 10 year period , however GPs are cautious, as discussed at the previous meeting, about stepping straight into the “green” classification when no-one has any experience in its use. AR has spoken with our neighbouring CCGs who have confirmed it will be available but have not yet designated a colour code.
A pragmatic discussion then followed looking at a range of options for classification, workload and cost implications. Administration of Inclisiran has already been flagged to the commissioners as a possible enhanced service.
The final decision was to class Inclisiran as a green drug, with help and support available from  lipidology / cardiology if needed. AR to produce some simple guidance for the next meeting. The “green” status will not be added to the formulary until the guidance is agreed and can be added to the website.
JB asked AR to complete the NICE baseline assessment. This will be done in conjunction with cardiology & lipidology.

The Midlands region has fed back to NHSE/I that imposing the green classification on CCGs was not the best way to implement this guidance.

Statin intolerance pathway & Lipid management pathway
These documents were included for information but were not discussed in detail. They have been produced at the same time as the introduction of Inclisiran and Bempedoic acid with / without ezetimibe and give clear guidance when these two drugs should be used in the treatment pathway.
