I refer to your email of 08 August 2023 and clarification email of 15 August 2023 requesting information in relation to Continuing Healthcare assessments.

I can confirm on behalf of NHS Lincolnshire Integrated Care Board (ICB) and in accordance with S.1 (1) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) that we do hold some of the information that you have requested. A response to each element of your request is detailed below.

Our request relates to PUPoC claims and assessments for NHS funded continuing healthcare (CHC). Therefore, registered with the former Clinical Commissioning Groups (CCGs) and now Integrated Care Boards/Partnership. 
 
Our request therefore relates to fast track assessments, standard CHC assessments and claims involving previously un-assessed periods of care (“PUPoC”).
