I can confirm on behalf of NHS Lincolnshire Integrated Care Board (ICB) and in accordance with S.1 (1) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) that we do hold some of the information that you have requested. A response to each element of your request is detailed below.

NICE have updated the guidance on the use of Continuous Glucose Monitoring (CGM) in Type 1 adults, children & young people and Type 2 adults. (NG17, NG18 & NG28) in March 2022. This guidance has been heavily championed by the NHSE clinical lead for diabetes. 
 
This guidance now recommends more widespread use of CGM devices.
