I refer to your email of 22 February 2023 requesting information in relation to joint packages of care.

I can confirm on behalf of NHS Lincolnshire Integrated Care Board (ICB) and in accordance with S.1 (1) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) that we do hold some of the information that you have requested. A response to each element of your request is detailed below.

Please can you provide me with the following Information under the Freedom of Information Act.
1. Whether you use a ‘tool’ to calculate the funding split for Joint Packages of Care -  in this case a tool is defined as a method of apportioning costs between the NHS and Local Authority for individuals who are not eligible for CHC and require a joint package of Care to meet their needs.
No – the ICB do not use a “tool”.  Agreed hours are based on the needs of the individual. A joint fund consideration meeting with the relevant Local Authority looks at needs and services available to meet the needs.  Any health needs not able to be met by universal provision we fund as a joint fund, calculated on hours needed.  If in a care home the hours are converted into a percentage.

1. What Tool (see point 1) ICB partners use  - By ICB partners I mean in this case all Local authorities responsible for Adult Social Care covered by the ICB geography.

The average cost of a package – £749. The cost of the Local Authority contribution is not recorded by the ICB.

2018/2019 – we do not hold complete data for this period
2019/2020 – £1,748,060.02 
2020/2021 – £1,025,473.99
