I refer to your email of 28 February 2023 requesting information in relation to the treatment of MSK services. 

I can confirm on behalf of NHS Lincolnshire Integrated Care Board (ICB) and in accordance with S.1 (1) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) that we do hold some of the information that you have requested. A response to each element of your request is detailed below.

I would be most grateful if you would provide me, under the Freedom of Information Act, details in respect to the contract below.

The details we require are:
Q: Have you (or the previous CCGs areas) ever/in the last 6 years contracted with an independent provider to provide community MSK services?
A: Yes

Q: Do you have a separate community provider on patch for musculoskeletal services?
Q: If so, who are the providers and which areas of the ICB do they cover?
A: The Any Qualified Provider (AQP) Musculoskeletal (MSK) Pain Assessment and Treatment Service (PATS) covers the county of Lincolnshire and the list of framework providers is in the public domain and can be found at the following link: Lincolnshire Procurement Decisions & Contracts Awarded Register - Localities (icb.nhs.uk). In addition a Musculoskeletal Clinical Assessment and Treatment Service (MSK CATS) is provided by Practice Plus Group.

Q: Which MSK services went through procurement and which were a direct award?
A: All the commissioned services described in response to question 1 were contracted for through a procurement process.
