I refer to your email of 23 May 2023 and you clarification emails of 25 May 2023 and 05 June 2023 requesting information in relation to the ICB’s contracts.

I can confirm on behalf of NHS Lincolnshire Integrated Care Board (ICB) and in accordance with S.1 (1) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) that we do hold the information that you have requested. A response to each element of your request is detailed below.

Please could you confirm:
· How many contracts has the ICB stopped or discontinued since taking over from CCGs (1 July 2022)?
[Clarification: Yes, just healthcare contracts; yes, please include time limited contracts if they are active now and during July]
· Please give details of the changes, including service provision and date discontinued, and money allocated to the contract during its most recent financial year.
The ICB has discontinued 10 Mental Health Winter Pressure Scheme contracts in this period which are detailed below – please note this only includes healthcare contracts led by Lincolnshire ICB and managed by NHS Arden & Greater East Midlands Commissioning Support Unit (AGCSU).
