Which specific procedures are conducted by Healthcare Professionals within each surgical intervention available in the surgical hubs commissioned by Lincolnshire ICS; and b) can the ICS provide a list of any applicable NICE Guidance followed within the surgeries carried out in the surgical hubs commissioned by Lincolnshire ICS?
