Can this information please be provided for the financial period 2018/19 to 2023/24

•	Could you please tell me if your integrated care system has received funding from NHS England to develop and begin delivering new models of integrated primary and community care for adults and older adults with severe mental illnesses (SMI)?
Yes, Lincolnshire was an early implementer site of Community Mental Health Transformation activities designed to transform community services for SMI patients. The programme began in 2020 and is due to end in 2024. The programme is extremely large, multi-faceted and complex.

· Could you please tell me when it received the funding, or when it is set to receive it?
The funding for the programme began in 2019-20 and continues until 2023-24 when activity/funding will become ‘Business As Usual’. Funding is released on an annual basis as per NHS funding allocation cycles. 

· Could you also please specify how much total funding the ICS has received for this purpose?
