I refer to your email of 29 June 2023 requesting information in relation to hypertrophic cardiomyopathy.

I can confirm on behalf of NHS Lincolnshire Integrated Care Board (ICB) and in accordance with S.1 (1) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) that we do hold some of the information that you have requested. A response to each element of your request is detailed below.

As a patient with an inherited cardiac condition (hypertrophic cardiomyopathy) I would like to establish what centres within the ICS would I be under the care of? I.e., what hospitals have a dedicated inherited cardiac conditions team.?

If they do not have a dedicated team or would not treat the condition where would patients be referred to?
Specifically, would a local hospital manage drug treatment up until the stage of surgery (septal ablation or surgical myectomy)? If surgery is not offered where would the patient be referred to?

NHS Lincolnshire ICB commissions Cardiac services for its patients from the local main acute Hospitals (i.e. United Lincolnshire Hospitals NHS Trust (ULHT), North West Anglia NHS Foundation Trust (WAFT), North Lincolnshire and Goole NHS Foundation Trust (NLAG)).  The services commissioned are for all Cardiac patients.  The clinicians will work with patients to assess their individual care needs and treatment.  Should the patient require more specialist care the clinician will work with the patient to make a tertiary referral to a service that meets the patients need.
For further information you will need to contact the local acute hospitals directly.
